We will use Dough Disco to help develop strength and control and we will look for opportunities to write on a daily basis. We will read other woodland themed stories to help inspire us in our writing. We will discover information about woodland animals. We will learn our phase 3 phonics with the help of Geraldine Giraffe











Prime Area: Personal, Social and Emotional Development (PSED) through Equality


We will be encouraging


the children to think about the hidden potential inside them and all that they can achieve. We will use


stories and class worship to focus on the uniqueness of each child and their special qualities.





Prime Area: Physical Development (PD)


We will talk about healthy and unhealthy food as we plan what to put in the different snacks we make over the term (separate three activities also linking to Mathematics and Literacy - making healthy Gruffalo crumble, scrambled snake and owl ice cream)


We will move like different animals from the Gruffalo stories











Specific Area: Literacy


Make a rhyming board - Gruffalo's Child with speech bubbles and a rhyme in each one e.g. mouse - house, snake- lake


We will draw our own Gruffalo pictures and each child will retell the story and write sounds we know to tell the story- Miss Cottam will help us (
